BURZIO.

A near pair of large Continental Earthenware white cream grounds vases,
probably Neapolitan, Giustiniani Factory, each with twin-handle ovoid form,
heavily moulded whit suspending lilac garlands leaves and white ribbons,
moulded in high relief with a frieze of a Bacchanalian festivity of nude putti after
the model of Claude-Michel, dit Clodion, on faux marbre octagonal bases.

1780-1790 Circa

Unmarked.

Restaurations: one at the top, the other one at the base.

Height each approx. : 20.47 in. (52 cm)

In the same years Filippo Tagliolini (1745-1809) produced porcelain inspirited by
Clodion like the Monumeto a Ninette now in MET; as the cane con lepri and La
scultura now in Museo di Capodimonte.
